2.1 Introduction to Safety in the Science Lab
Safety is of paramount importance in the physics classroom and students are made aware of this from day 1.
They are provided with a copy of the safety rules for the lab and all must read them and paste a copy of the rules into their own lab copies.

A copy of these rules is available in the Science Department Health & Safety Policy which follows this section.
All students then need to sign a form to acknowledge that they have received the rules.

To ensure the safety of the students each laboratory is equipped with the following 

· First Aid kit

· Safety Goggles

· Sterile eye wash

· Chemical Colour code notice

· Copy of Science Lab Rules.

· Department of Education Safety guidelines (General Science Laboratory only).

In the event of any emergency the first point of contact is the School Nurse whose contact details are on hand in all laboratories.

Laboratory Maintenance

Key to the safety of our pupils and staff is the upkeep of the science block and its facilities. 

Automatic isolation switches are installed for both gas and electricity supplies.

The science department is extremely vigilant and “maintenance” is a regular agenda item on departmental meetings.
