3.1 Homework Policy
Homework



The assignment of prep or homework is seen as an integral part of the learning process. 
The pupils receive regular homework assignments as per the school homework policy. 
These include:

· Note writing

· Topic questions

· Worksheets

· Experiment write-ups

· Exam revision

All assignments are corrected in class and results recorded. 

Assessment and Evaluation
· Assessment is carried out on an ongoing basis

· Students receive a test after each module 
· Class work assignments

· Mandatory copies collected and corrected each term which form part of their overall mark.
· Christmas test and Summer test in 5th year: all material covered to date.
· Christmas test in 6th year: all material covered in 6th year to date plus selected chapters from 5th year. 
· We endeavour to give students a practical test in Summer of 5th year which also forms part of their overall summer-test mark. This is often dependent of the state of equipment at this stage of the year and so doesn’t necessarily occur every year. 
A template of the marking scheme for this exercise follows.
We run a similar exercise in form 6 as part of their revision schedule.
· We engage with students throughout the year in relation to their ambitions and expectations, (academic, college and career) especially after Parent Teacher meetings and end of term exams.
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
